AAllggoonnqquuiinn  CCoommmmuunniittyy  SSuurrvveeyy
In September 2014, the Algonquin Community Survey was
sent to 1,500 randomly selected households in the commu-
nity.  Overall, the top quality of life measures in the Village
rated Excellent or Good by residents include Algonquin as a
place to live (94.2%), your neighborhood as a place to live
(92.4%), Algonquin as a place to raise children (90.9%), and
shopping opportunities (88.2%).

SSttoorrmmwwaatteerr  AAwwaarreenneessss
As stormwater flows over driveways, lawns, and sidewalks, it picks up debris, chemicals,
dirt, and other pollutants. Stormwater can flow into a storm sewer system or directly to sur-
face water. Here are some tips that will help keep our waterbodies clean:

1. Never dump, blow, or put anything into a storm drain/ditch.
2. Always clean up after your pet. 
3. Put litter in the trash. Reduce, reuse, recycle.
4. Use pesticides/fertilizers very sparingly. 
5. Install native plants; they are drought, disease, and pest-resistant.
6. Keep yardwaste out of the street, storm drain and ditch.
7. Prevent soil from washing away.
8. Properly dispose of hazardous household chemicals (i.e., paint).
9. Repair vehicle leaks immediately and recycle used vehicle fluids. 
10. Wash cars on the grass or at a commercial car wash.

Leaves must be placed in stan-
dard paper yardwaste bags or reusable containers that are clearly marked with a red “XX.”
Place the bags or cans at the curb on your regular collection day. Leaves placed in loose piles
will NOT be collected. 

Grass clippings and other yardwaste will still require a collection sticker.  Any bags or cans
that contain leaves mixed with other yardwaste will also require a collection sticker. The
stickers for garbage and yardwaste are interchangeable. Please contact Groot at 800-244-
