On January 19, the Village of Algonquin approved increases to water and sewer utility rates effective November 2016.  The
rate adjustment was the result of a Comprehensive Water and Sewer Rate and Fee Study, completed in January 2016 by
RHMG Engineers, Inc.  The rate and fee study evaluated capital infra-
structure needs as identified in the Comprehensive Water Master Plan
(2012) and the Wastewater Facility Plan Update (2014), both of which
call for $22 million in water and sewer infrastructure repair and re-
placement through 2022.  The Village carefully considered informa-
tion gathered by its licensed operators, engineers, financial
consultants, and the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency.

The Village is committed to providing safe, reliable drinking water to
its customers.

The following are some tips to help prevent stormwater pollution and protect our natural re-
sources in Algonquin:

1.  Never dump anything down a storm drain. Always recycle used oil, antifreeze and
other fluids. Fix oil leaks in your vehicles.
2.  Wash your car at a commercial car wash rather than in the street or in your drive
way. If you wash your car at home, wash it on your lawn. 
3  Cut down on fertilizers, pesticides and herbicides. If you use these chemicals, 
follow directions and use them sparingly. Don't fertilize before a rainstorm. Com
post or mulch lawn clippings. 
4.  Pick up after your pets and keep animals out of streams. Scoop up your pets 
waste and properly dispose of it.

Leaves must be placed in stan-
dard paper yardwaste bags or reusable containers that are clearly marked with a red “XX.”
Place the bags or cans at the curb on your regular collection day. Leaves placed in loose piles
will NOT be collected. 

Grass clippings and other yardwaste will still require a collection sticker.  Any bags or cans
that contain leaves mixed with other yardwaste will also require a collection sticker. The
stickers for garbage and yardwaste are interchangeable. Please contact Groot at 800-244-
